13"™ 2004 in the Edd B. Keyes Building, with the following members present:

Michael D. Brown, County Judge

1. County Judge, Michael Brown, called the meeting to order at 8:31 AM.
2. The Pledge of Allegiance to the United States and the Texas Flags was recited.
Commissioner Weeks offered the invocation.
3. Commissioner Easingwood moved to accept the Consent Agenda as presented,
followed by an amendment deleting Hudson Road from item I-4. Commissioner
Weeks seconded the motion and the amendment. The following items were
presented:

E. Approved the sale of Tom Green County Tax Trustee Property of Lots 2&3,
Block 20, Lake Concho Estates Subdivision to Elias and Christopher Luna in
the amount of $500.00. (Recorded with these minutes.)

F. Accepted March 2004 Indigent Health Care Monthly Report of Expenditures as
presented. (Recorded with these minutes.)

G. Approved the Release and Pledge of Collateral Funds from Texas State Bank.

H. Approved request by Verizon Southwest to bury communication line in the west
right of way of Thompson Road in Precinct #1.

I. Approved request by Verizon Southwest to bury communication line in the

County right of way at the followings locations:
1. Spring Creek Lane
2. US Highway 277 on John Curry Road
3. White Lane
J. Accepted the February 2004 Solid Waste Report as a matter of record.
(Recorded with these minutes.)
The motion passed unanimously.

5. Becky Harris, Roy K. Robb Post Adjudication Facility Director, reported that there are
currently 18 residents. They are awaiting the arrival of 5 referrals, one of which is a
new referral from Tarrant County. There will be a total of 5 graduating out this month.
Cochran County has made inquiries for possible referrals. The Level 5 funds, that were
being used by Counties to supplement the cost of residents, has been depleted for this
fiscal year and may have a direct impact on future referrals. A Bee County resident has
been removed as a result of the funding loss. The Summer Program has been planned
and brochures will be going out to promote summer referrals. The Juvenile Board
tabled a decision on the acceptance of female residents pending more information on
several issues including available bed space. El Paso County has scheduled a tour of
the facility for consideration of possible placement. The JJCT has hired lobbyist to
address issues concerning juvenile facilities including the Level 5 funding. (Report
filed with these minutes.) Judge
Brown moved to accept the Roy K. Robb Facility report as presented.
Commissioner Bookter seconded the motion and all voted in favor.

6. Commissioner Easingwood distributed graphs showing the taxes levied by each taxing
entity, with the major portion of taxes collected (approximate) being used by the school
districts (60%), followed by the City of San Angelo, the County (14%), and special
districts such as water & hospital districts. He also distributed a graph showing how
Tom Green County’s tax dollars are distributed, Criminal Justice (59%), General
Administration (11%), Health & Welfare (9%), Asset Management (7%), Culture and
Recreation (6%), Other (8%). (Recorded with these minutes.)

Judge Brown moved to adopt a Resolution resolving that Tom Green County
expresses it’s firm and absolute opposition to the Governor’s proposal dealing
with artificial caps, school refinance and unfunded mandates. Commissioner
Friend seconded the motion and all voted in favor. (Recorded with these minutes.)

7. Brigitte R. Rogers, Representative of the Texas Silver Haired Legislature, expressed the
concerns of the Seniors regarding the increased tax burden on those with fixed incomes.
The Court explained the alternative actions that could become necessary in the event of
the funding cut, including many losses of services that some seniors depend on as well
as a possible loss of homestead exemptions. The Court also explained that the County
salaries for its employees are approximately 35% lower than the City salaries. The
funding would have to be made up from another source and this would just be another
example of shifting the responsibility. The Court further explained that until they have
the projected budget recommendations from the departments and the figures from the
Appraisal District on the values, they cannot make a decision. The Court took no
action at this time. Ms. Rogers requested to be placed back on the agenda for next
month. (Ms. Rogers presentation recorded with these minutes)

8. Judge Brown moved to enter into negotiations with West Central Net/Wireless for
RFP 04-017 “Internet Service for CAT-D Grant” (Computer Access Technology
for the Disabled). Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and all voted in
favor.



17. Hubert Glen Rust and Anina Maurier addressed the Court regarding property that has
been divided since in the early 80’s with 911 addressing and taxation, but had never had a
subdivision plat on the 2 lots of 2.5 acres each. In 1996 a survey was done and metes and
bounds descriptions done for the tracts. Mr. Rust and Ms. Maurier requested that the
owner be allowed to formalize this subdivision by deeds with the metes and bounds
descriptions attached and waive the standard notification on adjacent property owners.
Commissioner Weeks moved to approve the division of properties in the Live Oak
Creek Sub-Division as presented through metes and bounds procedures.
Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and all voted in favor.

9. Judge Brown moved to approve the $71.00 notary bond funding for the Indigent
Health Office through a line item transfer to be determined at a later date.
Commissioner Weeks seconded the motion and all voted in favor.

10. Passed on the awarding of RFB 04-020 “2004 New Model Crew Cab % Ton Pickup
Truck”.

11. Commissioner Easingwood moved to award the RFB 04-021 *Janitorial Supplies”
to House of Chemicals, Wagner Supply, West Central Poly and West Texas Fire
Extinguisher for a one year contract based upon recommendations by Johnny
Grimaldo, as presented. Commissioner Weeks seconded the motion and all voted
in favor. (Recorded with these minutes.)

12. Commissioner Weeks moved to award the asbestos abatement contract to
Advanced Environmental at a cost of $23,613.00 for the Keyes Building Basement
and the Court Street Annex Bathroom remodel area and authorize the unit prices
as presented and as needed. Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and all
voted in favor. (Note: The Sheriff’s Office is being evaluated and is not included with
this bid price. Recorded with these minutes)

13. Don Killam, explained that some structural damage has been discovered in the Election
Office.

Judge Brown moved to hire and enter into contract negotiations with Bill
McClanahan a Structural Engineer, as a Professional Service for a design and
evaluation in the Keyes Building. Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and
all voted in favor.

14. Judge Brown moved to adopt a Resolution declaring April 18™ — 24™, 2004 as
County Government Week and encourage all it’s citizens to become more aware
of the history and more involved in the future of Tom Green County.
Commissioner Bookter seconded the motion and all voted in favor. (Recorded with
these minutes.)

15. Judge Brown moved to authorize the application for continued Membership in the
Texas Library Systems and authorize the County Judge to sign all necessary
documents. Commissioner Weeks seconded the motion and all voted in favor.
(Recorded with these minutes.)

16. There was no Interlocal Agreement between Christoval Fresh Water District and
Precincts 2&4 Road and Bridge to be considered as this was in error. Dismissed.

19. Commissioner Weeks moved to adopt the proposal by Trashaway Services, Inc.,
utilizing the San Angelo Land Fill by allowing County residents to go once a
month, beginning June 1, 2004, to the land fill and dump residential trash, at no
cost to them, with the presentation of their current residential electric bill and
drivers license for identity. The Wall, Christoval and Grape Creek dump sites will
be closed beginning June 1, 2004, thus saving the County further losses of tax
dollars in operational expenses and the County Judge is authorized to sign any
necessary papers. Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and all voted in
favor. (Proposal is recorded with these minutes.)

18. No action was taken regarding the Annual Clean-up for Rural Residents of Tom

Green County.

20. Commissioner Friend moved to modify the uniform line item for Road and Bridge
Precincts 1&3 to provide safety shirts for the employees of Road & Bridge
Precincts 1 &3 at the additional cost specified and as recommended by the County
Risk Manager. Commissioner Weeks seconded the motion and all voted in favor.

21. Commissioner Bookter moved to notate, for the record, that Green Road (from
Robbie Jones road 1.62 miles to a cattle guard) is a County maintained road, by
the Prescription Law instead of a deed, and has recently been upgraded.
Commissioner Easingwood seconded the motion and all, except for Commissioner
Weeks (Absent at the time of the vote), voted in favor.



22. There were no matters discussed relating to the Tom Green County Subdivision and
Manufactured Home Rental Community Development Regulations.

23. Judge Brown moved to approve the following line item transfers:

Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and all, except for Commissioner Weeks
(Absent at the time of the vote), voted in favor. (Recorded with these minutes.)

3. Consider issues regarding handgun policy trade ins and buy backs.

25. Announcements:

1. Dianna Spieker, County Treasurer and President Elect of State Treasurers
Association, requested the acknowledgment of the State Treasurers’
Association’s Resolution opposing the proposed tax cap that is similar to
the Resolution passed today by the Tom Green County Commissioners’
Court. (Recorded with these minutes.)

2. The Mullins Cemetery Association received funds for the installation of an
ornamental ironwork fence and a historical marker was placed at the
cemetery.

3. Myron Schmiedekamp, Parks Superintendent, and his crew were
complimented by the Court on the fine job they do in the parks and
cemeteries of the County.

4. The City/County Surplus Auction Date has been set for June 12, 2004.

County Government Week begins next week and a “Mock”
Commissioners’ Court is scheduled for Monday, April 19“‘, 2004 at 9:00
AM for County students.

6. A special meeting today at the Commissary at Ft. Concho from 1:00 until
4:00 with the Ag Commissioner from Washington.

7. Senator Cornyn will be at the Visitors Center, Saturday, April 17“‘, 2004 at
3:00 PM.

8. Congressman Stenholm will be the guest speaker today at the Chamber of
Commerce Luncheon at the Holiday Inn.

Tom Green County is wanting to let the Citizens of the County to avail themselves of the
City of San Angelo Landfill at no charge to the Citizen. With the concurrence with the
City of San Angelo, Trashaway Services, Inc., Landfill Division proposes the following
fees set up in the same way as we have with the City of San Angelo for the residents of
the City.

Fees to be paid to Trashaway Services, Inc. for tipping at the landfill are as follows:

1. County Clean up: Car, Pickup and/or Trailer load, hauled by homeowner from
residence, which contains brush, rubbish, garbage  $23.00/ Ton with $0.50
State Fee Surcharge per ton. This will be on an accumulative basis for the
tonnage.

2. County Clean up Appliances: $6.00 per item; Plus $0.50 State Fee Surcharge.
This will be charged per individual item.

3. County Clean up Brush: Clean cut brush with no rubbish or garbage in the load:
$23.00 per ton. This will be on an accumulative basis for the tonnage.

Trashaway Services, Inc., will not accept for payment from Tom Green County any tires.
Unless the individual is willing to pay for them personally. This service is for the
Residents of Tom Green County only and Trashaway Services, Inc. will not accept for
disposal at the cost of Tom Green County any waste brought from a Commercial
Business for disposal.

It is proposed that for proof of residence the individual shall present upon entering the
landfill a current Electricity bill along with their drivers license or voter registration to
validate they are residents of Tom Green County.
