(Filed in the 
County Clerk’s Office)

The motion passed unanimously. 
5. Bridgitte R. Rogers, Silver Haired Legislature, requested the Court to consider 

freezing the property taxes for the elderly and disabled.  She explained that many 
of these were on fixed incomes and that of the elderly there were 215 who were 
unable to pay their taxes and 95 disabled.  She explained that the estimated loss of 
revenue would be approximately $20,000.00 to the County and $25,000.00 to the 
City.  The Court explained that the numbers would increase each year as more of 
the population reached 65 or older, resulting in an even greater loss of revenue.  
They also explained that with the existing exemptions, the tax cost or less than 
they would be with the freeze.  The Court explained that they would be better able 
to address this issue after meeting with Mr. Benson, from the Appraisal Office, in 
the Budget Workshops beginning June 9, 2004.  There was no action taken. 

6. Judge Brown moved to allow Maria Mendoza to instruct voluntary aerobic 
classes for County Employees in the Hughes Room for one hour, twice a 
week after work, at no charge to the County personnel who have signed 
liability waivers.   Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and all voted in 
favor.  

7. Commissioner Weeks moved to appoint Cash Jetton as Director of the Roy 
K. Robb Post Adjudication Facility, at the current Director’s salary, to 
become effective upon the resignation of Becky Harris, June 11, 2004.  
Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  

8. Commissioner Easingwood moved to authorize the County Judge to draft a 
letter or Resolution in support of the “Main Street Program” for the 
application to the Texas Historical Commission and it is to be signed by the 
entire Court.  Commissioner Weeks seconded the motion and all voted in 
favor.  

9. Commissioner Weeks moved to award RFB 04-014 “Repair of Jail 
Mechanism to Southern Steel Company of San Antonio in the amount of 
$61,684.00 to be paid out of the jail construction funds.  Judge Brown 
seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  (Recorded with these minutes.) 

10. Commissioner Easingwood moved to award RFB 04-015 “Re-roofing of Jail 
Barracks” to Harrison Roofing of San Angelo in the amount of $24,978.12 
with a notation of a 15 year warranty on the PVC overlay membrane.  Judge 
Brown seconded the motion and all voted in favor.   (Recorded with these 
minutes.) 

11. Judge Brown moved to renew the RFP 03-004 “Employee Benefit Life 
Insurance” with Canadian Life, Zesch and Martin Agent, for one more 
additional year with no increase in cost.  Commissioner Friend seconded the 
motion and all voted in favor.   (Recorded with these minutes.) 

12.  Judge Brown moved to redefine the Volunteer Fire Department Report 
Policy to read:                                                                                                                                                                              
“1.  A copy of each of the Volunteer Fire Department’s Annual Report must 
be received by the Tom Green County Administrative Services Director on 
or before December 15th of each year. 

2.  If the Report is not received by December 15th, the allotment shall be 
CANCELED for that Fiscal Year. 

3. If the Report is received in a timely manner, the allotment shall be 
processed by January 31st.”                                              

Commissioner Weeks seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  
 

13. Commissioner Weeks moved to modify the “Adopt – A- Road” Policy to state 
that roads being adopted would be 2 miles in length or the entire length of 
the road, but signs would only be installed on adopted roads of two or more 
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miles in length with a minimal clean-up of four times a year.  Trash will be 
picked up on Monday after the clean up with notification made to the County 
prior to clean up.  Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and all voted 
in favor.  

14. Judge Brown moved to authorize the repairs of a mower with a Donaldson 
Filtration system and pick-up for the Parks Department with the additional 
necessary funds coming from the Contingency funds not to exceed a 
$1,000.00.  Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and all voted in favor.   

15. Commissioner Friend moved to authorize the appraisal of building and land 
located at 318 Culwell and then to proceed with process for the sale of the 
property.  Commissioner Weeks seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  

16. Judge Brown moved to approve the Interlocal Agreement for Mental Health 
Services between Tom Green County and Kerr County and authorize the 
Judge to sign all necessary papers.  Commissioner Friend seconded the 
motion and all voted in favor.  

17. There were no matters discussed relating to the Tom Green County Subdivision 
and Manufactured Home Rental Community Development Regulations.   

18. There were no line item transfers.
