All voted in favor of the motion. 

 
5. Commissioner Bookter moved to accept Lot 1, Jarratt Road Subdivision with 

an optional minimum of 5.52 acres or maximum 6.75 acres with a plat 
reference added to the minutes at the time of filing.  Commissioner Floyd 
seconded the motion and all voted in favor.   (Recorded with these Minutes.) 

 
5a. No action was taken regarding issues relating to the clean up and assistance 

requested by local property owners from the recent storm damage.  Commissioner 
Bookter informed the Court that his Road and Bridge Crew were assessing the 
damage and would be making a recommendation on how to proceed with 
assistance.  

 
6. Terry Reeves, Director of the Roy K. Robb Post Adjudication Juvenile Facility, 

presented his monthly report to the Court.  There were 2 successful graduations 
last week and a new resident was accepted this week, maintaining a total of 12 
residents with 20 staff members.  Comal County and Midland County will 
possibly be sending some residents to the facility.  No action was taken. 

  
7. Judge Brown moved to “deny” the request to waive penalty and interest 

payment for TGCAD Account # 55-64125-0236-000-00 due to the reasons 
stated are not grounds that can be considered.  Commissioner Floyd 
seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  

 
8. No action taken at this time regarding the Hemphill Wells Building as a possible 

Library location.  Commissioner Bookter explained a brief history of the 
expansion project.  Discussion for the project has been ongoing since 1999 with 
projected cost increasing steadily.  

 
9. Commissioner Easingwood moved to approve the closing of the north part of 

Pugh Park in Christoval on Sunday July 3rd, 2005 for the annual fire works 
display organized by the Christoval Chamber of Commerce.  Commissioner 
Floyd seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  

 
10. Commissioner Easingwood moved to approve providing green or black paint 

(color to be selected by Commissioner Easingwood) for the light poles at the 
Library and the cost of other beautification projects for County areas 
associated with the “Day of Caring” on Saturday July 30th, as part of the 
United Way of the Concho Valley’s Kickoff.  Commissioner Floyd seconded 
the motion and all voted in favor.  

 
11. Commissioner Hoelscher moved to accept the Report identifying County 

Maintained Roads as a matter of record with the modification that Green 
Road is a paved road in Precinct #2.  Judge Brown seconded the motion.  
Judge Brown, Commissioners Hoelscher, Bookter and Floyd voted in favor 
of the motion.  Commissioner Easingwood voted in opposition to the motion.  
The motion passed 4 to 1. 

 
12. There was a discussion on cost, various locations that would be the most cost 

effective, and mileage to access the facility regarding a new parks/sign building.  
Judge Brown appointed Commissioners Hoelscher and Bookter to explore 
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the options and make a recommendation to the Court regarding the Park 
Building.   No other action was taken.  

 
13.  Commissioner Easingwood moved to enter into an Interlocal Agreement for 

cooperation between Tom Green County and the City of San Angelo, allowing 
Tom Green County Employees covered by the county’s health plan to use the 
Employee’s Clinic operated by the City of San Angelo.     Commissioner 
Easingwood rescinded his motion so it could be addressed at the Joint session 
of the City Council and County Commissioners. 

 
14. Judge Brown moved to adopt a resolution to apply for TCDP Colonia Fund 

assistance and designate the County Judge as the authorized representative 
in all matters pertaining to the application, including execution of related 
service provider agreements with Millersview-Doole Water Supply 
Corporation as the Service Provider.  Commissioner Floyd seconded the 
motion and all voted in favor.   (Recorded with these Minutes). 

 
15. Judge Brown moved that the recommendation of the Space Allocation 

Committee’s to move the mailroom to the Courthouse basement be approved 
to make that space available for the Security Officers and that the other two 
recommendations regarding the Auditor and County Attorney’s Domestic 
Violence Unit be discussed during the Budget Hearings because of the 
associated cost.   Commissioner Easingwood seconded the motion and all 
voted in favor.  

 
16. The only issues discussed relating to the Tom Green County Subdivision               

and Manufactured Home Rental Community Development Regulations was the 
intent of the City Council regarding maintenance of roads within the ETJ.  No 
action was taken. 

 
17.  Line item transfers were postponed for the afternoon session.

20. Judge Brown recessed the meeting at 10:32 AM. 
 

21. Judge Brown reconvened the meeting at 1:40 PM at the San Angelo 
Convention Center with all Court members present.  The Commissioners’ 
Court and the San Angelo City Council are in a Joint Session for 
consideration of some Interlocal agreement areas of consideration 

 
1. No action taken on Joint County-City insurance proposal. 
2. Craig Kinney presented a power point presentation of possibilities of 

the projected designs and usage for the Hemphill-Wells Building.  
Presenters and speakers spoke in favor of the proposed library location 
and the potential for raising the funding.  Parking and accessibility to 
the building was discussed.  Rod Brigman of the Downtown 
Association, expressed support from the Downtown group.  
Recommendations were made to consider further exploration of the 
discussion on possible solutions to utilizing the Hemphill-Wells 
Building until mid September. Judge Brown expressed concern over 
the time frame of the Library expansion with discussions and fund 
raisers started in 1999 with projected cost of $800,000.00 and the 
proposed Keyes Building renovation is now at $2,000,000.00.  The 
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projected cost of the Hemphill Wells Building would be approximately 
$8,000,000.00 to $10,000,000.00.   Mayor Lown recessed the 
meeting for a short break at 3:00 PM.  Mayor Lown and Judge 
Brown reconvened the joint session at 3:21 PM.    
Judge Brown moved to authorize the extension of the feasibility 
study until the beginning of fiscal year 2006 which will begin 
October 1, 2005.  Commissioner Easingwood seconded the motion. 
Discussion and Comments: 
Commissioner Bookter expressed skepticism because of the length of 
time and the history of completion.  
Commissioner Hoelscher notated that there seemed to be more interest 
in donations to the Hemphill Wells Building than to the Keyes 
Building.  He suggested the possibility of creating an endowment fund 
that could be used for maintenance.  
Commissioner Floyd commented that there seemed to be more 
enthusiasm toward the Hemphill Wells Building and would like to 
explore the possibilities. 
Commissioner Easingwood expressed his concerns that the 
maintenance cost could create too great a burden on the taxpayers 
because it would be adding another building to maintain.  
The motion passed unanimously by the Court. 

   
3.  Judge Brown moved to enter into an Interlocal Agreement 

for cooperation between Tom Green County and the City of San 
Angelo, allowing Tom Green County Employees covered by the 
county’s health plan to use the Employee’s Clinic operated by the 
City of San Angelo.  Judge Brown also moved to authorize a line item 
transfer as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF TOM GREEN COUNTY, TEXAS, AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF A 
TEXAS COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM APPLICATION TO THE OFFICE OF RURAL 
COMMUNITY AFFAIRS FOR THE COLONIA CONSTRUCTION FUND; AND AUTHORIZING THE 
COUNTY JUDGE TO ACT AS THE EXECUTIVE OFFICER AND AUTHORIZED 
REPRESENTATIVE IN ALL MAnERS PERTAINING TO THE PARTICIPATION IN THE TEXAS 
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM. 

WHEREAS, the County includes areas that meet the federal definition of "colonia area;" 

WHEREAS, conditions are present in many of these areas that represent a potential threat to the 
public health and safety; 

WHEREAS, it is necessary and in the best interests of the County to apply for Colonia Fund 
assistance through the Texas Community Development Program; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 

Section 1. That a Texas Community Development Program application is hereby 
authorized to be filed with the Office of Rural Community Affairs for funding 
consideration under the Colonia Construction Fund; 

Section 2. That the application be for up to $500,000 of grant funds to carry out project 
administration, engineering, and first-time water facilities construction in the 
Mereta community and OSSF replacement in the Grape Creek community. 

Section 3. That matching funds for this project shall be provided by the Millersview­
Doole Water Supply Corporation by resolution of its board. 

Section 4. That the County Judge is designated as the Chief Executive Officer and 
Authorized Representative to act in all matters in connection with this 
application and participation in the Texas Community Development 
Program; 

Section 5. That the County Judge is authorized to enter into an agreement with the 
Millersview-Doole WSC that requires the WSC to own and operate the water 
system improvements and to offer service to the households connected to 
the improvements.

Final costs, while not to exceed these 
projections, will be determined when employees are hired. 

b. 	 Reimburse City within 30 days of receipt of invoice in accordance with the Prompt 
Payment Act. 

2. 	 Provide City with list of eligible employees and dependents. Such list shall be 
updated each month and provided to the City by the 15th of each month. 

3. 	 Pay City a flat rate of $7,500.00 per annum for use of the Health Clinic. Such 
payment shall defray the cost to City of administering the Health Clinic for County 
along with other costs ofoperations. 

ARTICLE 4: OBLIGATIONS OF CITY. 

The City agrees: 

1. 	 To provide the premises and personnel for the Health Clinic. 

2. 	 To provide all necessary supplies, equipment and insurance. 

3. 	 That personnel providing medical services for Health Clinic shall be licensed by the State of 
Texas and in good standing. 

4. 	 To provide medical services during normal working business days, Monday through Friday, 
of each calendar week, exclusive of City holidays. City shall not be obligated to provide 
medical services on days when the City's administrative operations are closed due to an 
emergency. 

5. 	 To maintain all files, records and documentation regarding each patient in accordance with 
the applicable laws, including the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 
1996 (HIPAA). 

ARTICLE 5: NO JOINT ENTERPRISE. 

This Agreement is not intended to create a joint enterprise. By entering this Agreement, the 
Parties are undertaking a governmental function or service the purpose of which is to further the

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shall not affect any other provisions herein, and this Agreement shall be construed as ifsuch invalid, """'" 
illegal, or unenforceable provision had never been contained herein. 

ARTICLE 12: FORCE MAJEURE. 

In the event that either party shall be prevented from performing its duties under this 
Agreement by an act ofnature, by acts ofwar, riot, or civil commotion, by an act ofState, by strikes, 
fire, flood, or by the occurrence of any other event beyond the control of the parties hereto, it shall 
not be considered a breach of this Agreement. 

ARTICLE 13: EXCLUSIVITY. 

This Agreement is non-exclusive and nothing herein shall in any way limit the right of the 
Parties to enter into agreements with other individuals or entities to provide the same or similar 
service.
