County Judge, Michael Brown, called the meeting to order at 8:44 AM.
Commissioner Floyd offered the invocation. Pledge of Allegiance to the United States
and the Texas Flag were recited.
4. Commissioner Easingwood moved to accept the Consent Agenda as presented.

F. Accepted Indigent Health Care Monthly 105 Report for May 2005, as a matter
of record. (Recorded with these minutes.)

The motion passed 5-0.

5. Commissioner Easingwood moved to approve the list of surplus items going
to the 2005 City, County & San Angelo ISD Auction including County tag #
5549 1983 Ford Tractor with Bat Wing. Commissioner Floyd seconded the
motion. The motion passed 5-0. (Recorded with these Minutes.)

6. Susan Counts, Information Technology Office Manager, gave her quarterly report
to the Court. New Servers have been installed in the JP’s Offices. The bar code
scanner systems are in for the County and District Clerks to track their Criminal
and Civil Files, as well as for jurors. Training will be next Tuesday for the
Clerks’ Department, but the Sheriff’s package is not ready at this time. The Omni
Base system has been installed through the JP technology fund. Susan informed



the Court that the Commissioners’ Court Agenda will need to be accessible on
line from the County Web-site and not just the County Clerk’s Web page. No
action was taken.

7. Cal Tech technicians submitted a graph to the Court representing the amount of
time spent in various areas of service. JP’s 2 & 3 have new servers installed.
They cleaned up the mail server. They replaced key pieces of hardware on the
County system. Changed out equipment at the Juvenile Center. No action taken.

8. No action taken at this time regarding the Hemphill Wells Building as a possible
Library location. Commissioner Hoelscher reported that the various committees
are seeking out various funding sources in order to go forward with the project.

9. Commissioner Easingwood moved to accept the County Auditor’s Report for
May 2005, as presented. Judge Brown seconded the motion. The motion
passed 5-0. (Recorded with these minutes.)

10. Judge Brown moved to approve the County Treasurer’s Report for the
month of May 2005, as presented. Commissioner Floyd seconded the motion.
The motion passed 5-0. (Recorded with these minutes.)

11. Commissioner Easingwood moved to renew the Autopsy Services Agreement
with Lubbock County Medical Examiner for 2 years beginning October 1,
2005 through September 30, 2007. Commissioner Bookter seconded the
motion. The motion passed 5-0. (Recorded with these minutes.)

12. Judge Brown moved to not exercise the option to contract with TDHCA for
the inspection of Manufactured Home Installations as authorized by the
Manufactured Housing Standards Act, Occupations Code, Subtitle C,
1201.302. Commissioner Floyd seconded the motion. The motion passed 5-0.

13. The only issues discussed relating to the Tom Green County Subdivision
and Manufactured Home Rental Community Development Regulations was
Chapter 253 of the Transportation Code regarding the standards for maintenance
of roads within the ETJ. They also discussed beginning sessions to amend the
current regulations, since the pending legislative actions were defeated. No
action was taken.
